New Permanent Physician to the Northeast

Dr Rick McLean

Rick McLean is a consultant physician who plans to provide both general medicine and nuclear medicine
services in Wangaratta from early July.

After completing an undergraduate medicine degree at the University of Sydney in 1978 he trained at
Royal Prince Alfred and Prince of Wales Hospitals and received his FRACP (with subspecialty training in nuclear
medicine) in 1985. Then he worked in southern Sydney and Wollongong as both staff specialist and VMO
primarily in nuclear medicine for around 15 years. Over that period he was active in the Australian and New
Zealand Association of Physicians in Nuclear Medicine (including as its president) and in the Royal Australasian
College of Physicians on the training side including as Chief Censor, and as President of the Adult Medicine
Division.

In 2001 he opted for a period in academia and moved to Dubbo in western NSW to set up and run the
University of Sydney’s Rural Clinical School, during which period he worked in general medicine at Dubbo Base
Hospital and Dubbo Private Hospital.

In 2006 he took up a position as Principal Medical Adviser in medical education and workforce with the Commonwealth Department of Health
and Ageing in Canberra to learn some skills in dealing with the bureaucracy.

Now however he has decided that he wants to be a real doctor again and the position in Wangaratta, doing general medicine in a supportive
environment and also replacing Mack Jost in nuclear medicine, has been altogether too attractive to refuse!
